They discussed carbon monoxide poisoning and also demonstrated the Heimlich maneuver in case someone is choking.  The main topic was Cardiovascular Accidents.  They went into detail the importance of calling for help, early CPR, and early defibrillation. They explained that you have 4-6 minutes to help a person who might be having a heart attack.

Items to keep on the boat are:

Carbon Monoxide Detector

Hand held VHF radio 
Cell phone 
Aspirin 
Benedryl 
Orange flag (Universal Distress Signal).  
The SOS signal is 3 long and 3 short signals on the horn  
Emergency phone numbers 
911, Fire Department 
*CG for Coast Guard 
These should always be kept handy on a boat and at home.  You should also know your location (longitude & latitude on a boat) so that when calling for help they know exactly where you are.

Without a doubt, this meeting was very informative and hopefully we can have them back again.  We need to have 100% attendance at these meetings so please try to get to a General Meeting. Gary Thayer is indeed doing a great job getting speakers for our meetings.

EASY GALLEY RECIPES

Ingredients:
1 cup Jack Daniels Sour mash whiskey

½ cup peanut oil

½ cup cider vinegar

½ cup Heinz ketchup

2 tblsp. Nutmeg, ground fresh

3 tblsp. Instant coffee powder

¼ cup molasses or honey

3 tblsp. Salt

2 tsp. Tabasco sauce

3 tblsp. Fresh lemon juice

2 tsp. black pepper

2 tblsp. Ground cloves

Preparation:

Mix all liquid ingredients together in a saucepan over medium heat.  Add dry ingredients and continue to stir for 1 minute.  Reduce heat to a simmer for 5 minutes, and then remove from heat.  Pour over meats, poultry or mushrooms.  Cover and then refrigerate for 4-24 hours.  Use as a basting sauce or as a dipping sauce.
